Project Justification: 

The Plan of Action approved at the 3rd Summit of ACS Heads of State and/or Government (Margarita Island, Venezuela, December 2001) mandates the creation of an Integrated Information System of the Greater Caribbean (IISGC) to be developed in collaboration with other regional Secretariats in the Caribbean. It was subsequently decided to develop independently each module of the proposed Information System (Trade, Sustainable Tourism, Transport and Natural Disasters) and then integrate them into the IISGC.

Through the IISGC, information available via the different initiatives already existing in the Region will be computerised and compiled, thus allowing easy access to homogenous and comparable information, avoiding the duplication of efforts, creating synergy among regional institutions and providing a foundation for positive policy measures. The IISGC will open up a unique window of information that will serve as the second stage, incorporating and homogenising the information distributed throughout other sub-regional information initiatives, making it comparable, consolidating it and generating new information.
